 “NO CELL PHONE POLICY”  
 

This year, Patterson will be instituting a “No Cell Phone Policy” while students are in school.  
Students will be required to: 
 

1. Turn in their cell phones when they arrive to school.  Phones will be signed in by the 
student, stored and locked up in the main office by a school administrator. 
 

2. Phones will be returned to students prior to their leaving at the end of the school day. 
 

3. Should a student need to contact their parent, they may utilize the phone in the main 
office. 

 
If a student is found to have a cell phone in their possession during the school day, it will be: 
 

1. Confiscated by an adult and turned in to a school administrator. 
 

2. Cell phones will not be returned to the student.   
 

3. Cell phones can ONLY be picked up by the parent.  Family members (e.g. Older Siblings, 
Aunts, Uncles, Cousins, etc…) WILL NOT be permitted to pick up a students’ phone on 
behalf of the parent. 
 

Students caught videotaping fights, etc…, in accordance with the DCPS Chapter 25 
Discipline Policy, will be suspended from school for their actions.

Parents, you may elect for your child NOT to bring a cell phone to school at all. 
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Please remember not to send balls, toys, games, cellphones or personal items 

with students. Staff WILL NOT be responsible for any loss, stolen or broken
